Yellowstone creator, 6666 
rancher Sheridan to speak 
at Tech this Saturday

During the regularly 
scheduled meeting of the 
Garza County Health Care 
District board of directors, 
President Ted Thomas ad-
dressed the group with 
information on the prom-
issory note between the 
District and EMS.   

Thomas told the group 
that after researching and 
consulting with attorneys, 
it was discovered that the 
district, as a taxing entity, 
could not loan money ac-
cording to Texas Health 
and Safety Code Section 
287.127.  Therefore, the 
emergency loan to EMS for 
building the new facility in 
2018 was illegal.  

Effective immediately, 
the board voted unani-
mously to cancel the loan.  
Rodney Tidwell, EMS Ad-
ministrator, was present 
at the meeting and ex-
pressed his appreciation 
to the board, telling them 
he would now be able to 
use the extra money to 
help increase the salaries of 
employees and offset some 
of the increases in supplies. 

The Post Dispatch re-
ported on Nov. 18, 2016, the 
plans for a new EMS facility 
to be built on Ave. S next 
to the health care clinic for 
$900,000. 

In an article published 
on April 14, 2017, then-
board president Terry 
Bartlett asked the commu-
nity for additional funds to 
help construct the new fa-
cility on Ave. S.  The new es-
timated cost of the project 
was projected at $1.4 mil-
lion. The article mentioned 
that EMS had obtained 

$600,000, and Bartlett was 
making a plea to help raise 
additional funding from 
the community.   

According to Brandy 
Fannon, district adminis-
trator, the board agreed to 
provide $400,000 for the 
project.  EMS applied for 
several grants; historically,
